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M: Hello, everyone. As your baby grows, they might
be eager to taste food from your plate, and you
might need to introduce some variety to their diet.
But not all kinds of food are safe for your child.
Some can pose a choking hazard, and a few are not
good for your baby’s digestive system. As you may
have heard, honey has a substance that can be
harmful to babies. Unlike in an adult, in a baby the
substance can produce toxins. Babies also have
difficulty digesting the proteins in cow's milk during
their first year. Stick with breast milk or baby
formula for at least four months after the birth.
Moreover, avoid feeding your baby nuts because
they often trigger allergies. Among fruits, peaches
are well known to be an allergy-inducing food. Let
your baby eat just a little after they become one
year old, and if they show an allergic reaction, stop
giving them peaches. A baby’s digestive system and
immune system are still developing, so be careful
about the food your baby eats to keep them healthy.
